CURB NUMBER PAINTING

In the past our Civic club has hired people
to paint the house numbers on the curbs
and driveways of our homes. It is important
that these numbers be easily seen by emer-
gency vehicles trying to find you. It has
been several years since we last repainted
and many numbers are now unreadable.

Since the cost has risen considerably, the civic club board has decided to make this an on-
going project, painting one section each year, every year. We have signed a contract with
a commercial painter and locked in a price for four sections over four years. They will use
a special paint with glass beads to make the numbers reflective.

Section One curbs were painted starting August 25 and will be completed by mid-
September, if not sooner depending on the weather. The painters are painting the basic
numbers, two per house. They will not be doing the artistic numbers with team or school
logos. If you have decorative numbers already painted on your curb, those numbers will
be left alonefi the contract service has been instructed to not paint over those. The num-
bers are being placed at the corner and in front on corner homes, and on each side of the
driveway on the rest unless broken curbs prevent that.

The Sections will be painted in order in subsequent yeargi Section Two in 2015; Section
Three in 2016 and Section Four in 2017.
